Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

® This appliance is not intended for use by person (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

® The air conditioner must be installed, maintained, repaired and removed by a
qualified installer or qualified service person. When any of these jobs is to be
done, ask a qualified installer or qualified service person to do them for you.

® Do not use any refrigerant different from the one specified (R32) for
complement or replacement. Otherwise, abnormally high pressure may be
generated in the refrigeration cycle, which may result in a failure or explosion of
the product or an injury to your body.

® Do not use means to accelerate the defrosting process or to clean, other than
those recommended by the manufacturer.

2. Preheating operation: Warm up the unit for 5 minutes before the
heating operation starts.

3. Warm air control: When the room temperature reaches the set
temperature, the fan speed is automatically reduced and the outdoor

unit will stop.
